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The verb conjugation patterns
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Past tense: spoken & written.
The Written-only is in red.
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Notes:
*The personal pronoun $ conjugation form is the base form in Arabic that is found in
dictionaries.

Simple present, spoken.
Spoken here includes Syrian and Egyptian Arabic dialects.
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Important!: Notice the Arabic conjugation rules (how it makes sense)

e The past tense has only suffixes in Spoken and Written (no prefixes).
e The present tense has only prefixes except “you” (plural and
feminine) and “they”.

e The suffixes in the past are often the same or similar prefixes in the
present i.e. L& e-c i (i joncd ai

e The suffixes and prefixes as attached pronouns are often part of
their correspondent detached (original) pronouns especially its distinct
parti.e. (s -cde ob i e Al pal - e e

e The suffix ¢ is always plural or dual in past or present.

e The suffix yis always plural in past and present, Spoken or Written.
e The suffix "" <l is always dual except with “we” past and with “they”
past, which is here not pronounced (il <ll).,

e The suffix ¢ or ¢z for dual is half of number two ¢ -0

e Spoken Arabic doesn’t use any dual conjugation or its pronouns -l
